1. How will it show in a person’s life if their vision of God is too small? How does a person develop a bigger vision of God?
2. Read Isaiah 40:9-31. What images are used here to illustrate the scale of God in relation to his creation? (12, 26)
3. How does the importance of the affairs of people and nations compare with the weight of God’s rule? (15-17, 21-24)

4. Why is the use of idols so ridiculous in the light of the reality of God? (18-20)
5. For what reason was Isaiah reminding Israel of the majesty of their God? (1-8, 27-31)
6. Read Psalm 139:1-24. What kind of knowledge is ascribed to God here? (1-6, 16-18)
7. How does the psalmist test the limits of God’s presence here? What does this teach us about God? (7-12)

8. How does each of us reveal the “fearful” majesty of God? (13-16)

9. Why does the psalmist find rebellion against this God so hard to tolerate?

10. Read Isaiah 53:1-3 and 2 Peter 1:16-18. Why was the majesty of God hidden in the person of Jesus Christ? How do we get to see the majesty of God in his Son? 

11. What aspects of the majesty of God does Jesus reveal?
12. Why is it important that Christians have a proper appreciation of the majesty of God? 

13. How should we respond to the majesty of God?
