QUESTIONS FOR DISCUSSION OR REFLECTION

GOD IS SPIRIT
1. What are some strategies that people use to avoid God? How effective are these strategies?
2. Read John 4:7-26. What were the aims of (a) Jesus and (b) the Samaritan woman through this conversation?
3. What prompted Jesus to make the statement, “God is spirit”? In the context, what assertions was he making about God?
4. What difference should the fact that “God is spirit” make to the way we relate to him?
5. How has the coming of Jesus changed the way that people should worship God (v23: “the hour is coming and is now here”)?
6. If “God is spirit”, how does his nature differ from ours (as creatures with “spirits”) and from other spiritual beings (such as angels and evil spirits)?

7. Read Psalm 139:1-12. What limits can be placed God’s presence, knowledge and power? How would this be different if he were tied to material reality in some way (i.e. if he had a body or only lived in a certain place)?
8. How would you respond to the person who says, “I believe that God is in everything, including all of us”?

9. How should we feel about the fact that God is everywhere, all-knowing and all-powerful spirit? What difference should it make to how we live?
