QUESTIONS FOR DISCUSSION OR REFLECTION

GOD IS UNCHANGABLE
1. Why do people find change threatening? What things do you rely on not to change?
2. Read Psalm 102. How does the psalmist describe his own life? Under what circumstances do we most feel that life our lives are ‘shaky’?
3. What does the psalmist say God is like? When the Bible says that God does not change (Psalm 102:27, James 1:17, Malachi 3:6) what does it mean?
4. What is your answer to the question, “Who made God?”
5. If God is unchanging, what does that mean for (a) our approach to the Bible, and (b) our approach to judging right from wrong? 
6. What does the psalmist know God’s purpose to be? What does a Christian know of the psalmist’s confidence that God’s people “shall dwell secure” and “be established” before God (v28)? How do we know this?
7. Read Hebrews 6:13-20. Why was it so important for Abraham to know that God’s purpose would not change? (What was at stake for Abraham?) (see Gen 12:1-7) In what way does the Christian rely on that same, 4000 year-old, promise to Abraham? 
8. What is it like to have this promise as an “anchor for the soul”? 
9. Why is it impossible for God to have regrets or change his mind? 
10. Amongst “the changes and chances of this fleeting world” how is it a comfort to know that God is eternal and he does not change?
