QUESTIONS FOR DISCUSSION OR REFLECTION

GOD IS WISE
1. Does God make mistakes? How do you know?
2. How would you define “wisdom”?

3. Read Psalm 104:1-35. Where is the wisdom of God to be seen according to this psalm? What kind of response should an understanding of the world (i.e. through science) produce in us?
4. Read 1 Corinthians 1:18-31. Where is God’s wisdom revealed according to this passage? How does God’s wisdom here relate to the world’s wisdom? 
5. Read Ephesians 3:1-13. Where is the wisdom of God to be seen according to these verses? For God’s people, what is involved in the process of making His wisdom known?
6. Read Job 42:1-6. What were the circumstances that caused Job to be unhappy with God (See chs 1-2)? What was the gist of what the Lord said to Job in chs 38-41? What was it that satisfied Job in the end?
7. When we go through hard times, how might reflection on God in his wisdom help us (a) as a rebuke and (b) as a comfort? 

8. Read 2 Corinthians 12:1-10. How did Paul come to recognise the wisdom of God surpassing his own in his hardships? Was this an easy lesson for him? What does it take for a person to learn this kind of lesson?
9. If there is no discernible immediate good in the way God directs our lives, what good can we always know that God is bringing about for us? (See Romans 8:28-30)
