10. What does Paul mean by ‘this crooked and twisted generation? Is 

Paul talking about all sinners or more particularly the generation before 
him? 

 
11. How will doing these things make Paul proud on the day of Christ? 

 
12. Where do gladness and rejoicing fit into this passage?
